all shelter adoptions 2 reality,

On a slightly differcnt note, I am extremely concerned that the cat problem
(particularly the feral colonies and feeders) is only getting worse and there is very little
chance that the sufficiently aggressive actions necessary to address the problem can be

undertaken. As far as I am concerned, it should probably be a crime to feed feral colonies.
